Call to order

Treasurer Report: 

Balance:  Checking $30,869.59  (This includes money for Trauma Grants, Lake Superior, and quarterly TNCC/ENPC payments). 

W-9 forms are processed and sent, Tax information for 2008 is due March 1st to Dede. Information has been sent to Chapter and Committees. 

We need a records retention policy for Minnesota State Council. A proposed policy was submitted and approved. It will be placed on the web site. Dede will develop a log for recording destroyed documents. MSC needs an investment policy. This will ensure the financial transactions of the treasurer are approved and appropriate. Dede will develop for guidelines from National. Also will check with our accountant for approval of such policy.  

A discussion of placing money in a 6 month CD occurred. Dede will check rates, and e-mail out for approval. 

Minnesota Dept. of Transportation Safety: Safe Coalitions program. 

Our visitors presented us information on their statewide coalitions, and programs. Would like to partner with us on Governmental affairs and education. Potential Grant money is available. They successfully submitted a poster presentation at the ENA scientific assembly in Minneapolis. TZD program : Toward zero deaths is a conference they hold annually. It will be held in Duluth October 28th and 29th 2009. They are looking for speakers, and will send Joanie information. 

State Achievement Award: Joanie submitted Minnesota’s many activities and we won the award! It will be presented at the Leadership Conference. Copies were given to each Chapter! 

By-law update: 

Joanie brought a working updates copy of the Minnesota State Council bylaws. Articles were critically reviewed with appropriate language changes. This included a definition of the Executive Board(Past-President, President, and Secretary/Treasurer, as well as Board of Directors: each chapters elected State Council Representatives. 

Joanie will bring corrected copies to the next meeting for voting. 

Resolution/Bylaw submission: committee will meet via e-mail

Lake Superior Chapter: All papers are filed for re-instatement. Checking account will be reestablished when a number is assigned. 

List-serv: National is asking we appoint a person to be a list-serv contact for several growth areas. including: Membership, CEN, Media, Education and Injury Prevention. Joanie has asked for volunteers for these areas, and will send the request out. Diane Wrobleski has indicated an interest in Membership. 

Elections: State Council President and Secretary Treasurer. 

Deb Horsman was nominated as President

Dede Koenekamp was nominated to continue as Secretary Treasurer. 

Both accepted the nominations, and were unanimously approved. 

Delegate selection: We are waiting to hear from National, about potential changes to the delegate ratio for next year. It has been proposed by the National office/Board to look at and discuss a change from 50:1 to up to 100:1. Reasons for this are various including, efficacy, cost to National and State’s. We expect more info at Leadership and will place on agenda for our next meeting. 

Meeting location: we have outgrown Perkins! Karen Manor will look into potential meeting spaces. 

Governmental Affairs: 

Pat went to orientation in Arlington Virginia 1/23/09 to 1/26/09. Kathy Ream ENA’s Lobbyist led orientation. It was well organized, with lots of networking. A class on Policy review and how it becomes a law, Lobby Day briefing, “how to get the message out. Classes included Role Playing and review of all issues. Pat’s mentor was Mary Jagum, and they visited several offices. This included, Senator Klobushar’s office. It was very hectic,in part , due  to Minnesota only having one Senator.  Information was left with staffers. Pat had a successful meeting with a staffer who encouraged her to get information to other Legislators. She was given specific names.
