State Achievement Award: awarded to MN at ENA’s Leadership conference in Reno Nevada. 

Resolution/By-law update: Submitted to National. We have been assigned a staff member (Ben) who has given positive feedback. He also presented possible questions that should be addressed before General Assembly. I.e. what if no one applies for a region, think of reasons people would object to the distribution of members. This By-law amendment will be submitted to the Board of Directors for approval to be discussed at General Assembly. Minnesota will be the sole supporter at time of submission. 

Minnesota State Council Procedures: Need to be updates, Joanie will e-mail out and ask people to look at them. Updates and changes to be sent to Joanie. 

Minnesota State Council  Bylaws: Joanie finished, they are distributed. Please review and we will vote on approval by e-mail. 

Injury prevention/Encare:   Sharon Munns gave an overview of ENA’s Injury Prevention Programs. She also noted that many non-ENA programs are done across the State, but they are not being recorded. ENA has a recording process to indicate that Emergency Nurses are involved in Injury Prevention. There is a link on the National ENA Injury Prevention page. (A link will also be placed on Minnesota’s page.) There are 3 categories, ENA programs, Non-Ena programs, and outreach programs. A ENA member must post the information, but non-ENA Nurses programs should be included! Sharon has several copies of S.T.O.P., and Choices for living. Chapters are welcome to contact her to use these. 

Sharon will be pulling together a committee of interested persons to look at Goals and coordination across Minnesota. 

An Injury Prevention Provider class will be held in Rochester August 21st. 8:30 to 3pm. The only fee will be the cost of the Manuel. 

Joanie thought there was some Encare money in the State checking account. We could pay for the cost of the manuals. Dede will check. 

Sharon also will send a survey out to Nurse Managers across the state to see what programs are being done, and who is the contact. Mail fees will be paid by Encare money. 

Lake Superior Chapter Status Update: they are officially a chapter with a number from National. A checking account has been established, and direct deposit will start this summer. 27 new members since 1/1/09. 

Governmental Affairs: Currently there are 2 bills going thru the Minnesota Legislature. They are the Child booster seat, and Primary Seatbelt. A group from GTC will be going to the Capitol today to bring promotional material about seatbelt safety, as well as to meet with Kim Norton (bill Author).  All are encouraged to write letters to the Editor, and contact their local legislators. This would improve Minnesota’s Scorecard also. 

List serv’s: National has agreed to have someone from each Chapter be a contact for each position, Volunteer Resource, Education, Students, Media Relations. (It was to be just one from each State.)  Membership will remain one for the State.  

Delegate Selection: Applications were reviewed, see attached list. Dede will notify. Minnesota State Council will offer $600 toward airfare and hotel at a double occupancy rate for the 3 nights of General Assembly. Any per-diem, mileage, will be addressed by each Chapter per IRS guidelines. 

Mary Piner Award: this award in named for a ENA member who was instrumental in starting the original Duluth Chapter. We had 3 applicants: Carol Gordon, Pete Benolken and Jody Dobbert. The applications were reviewed, and the award will be given to Pete Benolken. 

ENAF scholarship: Minnesota was awarded a scholarship to Scientific Assembly for our donation to ENAF last year. We discussed how to choose this award, and it will be open to all Minnesota ENA members. An application will be placed in the STAT. Applications will be sent to Joanie and will be awarded on merit. 

Delegate Shirts: Each Chapter will check to see if they can trade around and Joanie will order more as needed. 

Chapter Reports:

GTC: continuing with CPEN review, they will share the presentations. A group will be  visiting the Minnesota Capitol today to promote our support of seatbelt and booster seat legislation.  Cornerstones Conference will be November 16th and 17th, conference center at U of M St. Paul Campus conference site. 

Lake Superior: see status update. 

Central: using Skype for conferencing. 

Zumbro: Their conference went well, 97/89 attendees. Poster presentations went well, reviews were good. Next years conference will be April 6th and 7th. 

Trauma/Peds: There will be an ENPC-I course August 13th, TNCC-I course August 14th. State Sponsored ENPC course in Bemidji May 19th and 20th, TNCC Fergus Falls April 22nd and 23rd, State sponsored TNCC in Redwood Falls May 12th and 13.
