Magnet Mail: We have been offered a chance to participate in a program sent to us from National. The program coordinates and sends out our mailings. This could realize significant savings in cost of mailings. Yet there is concern about information being “spammed out” or lost in junk mail. This does not occur with paper mailings. This program will be reviewed by the communications team with recommendations brought back to the next meeting. 
Sharon will be pulling together a committee of interested persons to look at Goals and coordination across Minnesota. 
Making a Commitment to be an ENA leader: Joanie encouraged  interested people to attend this session at National Tuesday evening. 
Leadership Conferences: The State Leaders December Orientation will take place Friday, December 4, 2009, 9:30 am – 3:00 pm Central Time and Saturday, December 5, 2009, 10:00 am – 2:45 pm Central Time. This will be a “virtual meeting” so Chapter Leaders can now participate. More information is coming about logisticis. 

Leadership Conference (Chicago) dates has changed! By moving the dates a week earlier to February 17- 21, 2010, attendees will receive discounted hotel rates, a $60 dollar total savings for the four nights of the conference.

Encare:  the August Training class was cancelled due to only 1 participant. ENA (Greater twin Cities and Lake Superior Chapters) will be vending at the “Toward Zero Deaths” conference in Duluth October 28th and 29th. They have given ENA a free booth. 
Stratigys were discussed for coordinating and increasing activity in Minnesota. Suggestions included partnering with: Hospital ED’s and Trauma outreach,  Police, EMS ,Fire ( OB or car seat safety).

We have not done a State needs assessment. 

A suggestion was made to highlight one area each year as a goal. Efforts on the yearly goal would then be defined. 
Governmental Affairs: There will be a Conference in Washington DC again this year. There was discussion if the possibility arises for a second person from our Minnesota to attend. A motion to approve funds up to $600 was approved if we are able to send the second person.
