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Course/ Membership  Assessment Fees

On a quarterly basis, the ENA Financial Department will pay the Minnesota State Council an assessment for each ENA member joining for the first time, or renewing membership during the quarter.

1.   Membership Assessments:

A. The standard state council assessment (per National ENA distribution chart) per member will be sent directly to the Minnesota State Council.(For multi-year and Lifetime memberships, a schedule of payments to the State Council and each Chapter is found on the ENA.org web site. http://www.ena.org/statecouncils/Treasurers/Documents/TreasurerGuide12-2008.pdf) 

B. If a chapter is in the inactive statues, the chapter assessment will be sent to the state council.

C. The Minnesota State Council may, by two-thirds (2/3) vote of its Board of Directors; establish a surcharge to increase the annual state council assessment from $5.00 to a maximum of $25.00 per year per member. The surcharge can only be increased once per year and the increases are to be made in $5.00 increments.

i. The Minnesota State Council must provide a written rationale for the increase to each ENA member in the state at least sixty (60) days prior to any vote to increase the surcharge allocation per current member.

ii. The Minnesota State Council must notify the ENA Component Relations of any increase in the surcharge allocation per member. The implementation of the increase must be coordinated with the ENA Component Relations and ENA Membership Services.

iii. Once increased, the surcharge will remain in effect until the Minnesota State Council notifies the ENA of the change. Any adjustment to the amount of the surcharge must be coordinated with the ENA Component Relations and ENA Membership Services.

2. Course Assessments

The Minnesota State Council receives quarterly assessments for conducting TNCC and/or ENPC provider and provider re-verification courses conducted within Minnesota. The monies are paid to the state council once all post-course paperwork has been received. The Minnesota State Council will distribute course assessments at a rate of 50% to the appropriate committee. (Trauma/Peds). 

The Minnesota State Council may hold all assessments of chapters/entities who are delinquent in the submission of their annual profile (Annual report) s to the ENA or any reports that need to be submitted to the Minnesota State Council.
