Bylaws
Bylaws and Procedures: 

A work meeting was held March 29th to complete needed changes to the Minnesota State Council Bylaws. The final draft was sent to the State Council for review .prior to this meeting. 

The following changes were made and approved:

Line 68: insert by a 2/3 majority of the Minnesota State Council Board of Directors. 

Line 80: typo, (all typo’s and punctuation changes will be addressed in the final typing. ) 

Line 49: add chapter.

Line 284: which is based on delegate selection guidelines.

Line 288: Secretary should be capitalized. 

Line 189: ??? appoints committees
Line 360: change Electronic communication to media committee. 

Line 271: A roll call for attendance and establishment of a quorum which consists of 50% of the voting body will be taken at the beginning of each MSC meeting. Voting members are identified as, State Council Secretary/Treasurer, Immediate past President, or President Elect and up to 4 voting members as identified at the beginning of the fiscal year from each chapter. Unless described elsewhere in this document, a simple majority of 51% is needed to approve the business of the Minnesota State Council. 

Line 459: These bylaws may be amended by a 2/3 majority of the MSC and submitted annually and upon revision to National ENA. 
The document Minnesota ENA Bylaws was submitted and seconded by motion for approval with the above changes. It was unanimously approved by the MSC Board of Directors. 
The document will be re-typed with revisions, and distributed at the next meeting as well as electronically. It will be posted on the ENA web site.

Key Points: 

· Minnesota ENA played a large role in getting the Primary seat Belt law passed last year. 

· Seatbelt usage was up 90% in the months following passage of the law. 

· Toward Zero deaths has been supporting beefed up DWI enforcement.
· A bill is upcoming in MN to strengthen the Graduated Teen driving laws.

· Parents don’t know the guidelines for teens with a new license and that they can revoke the child license. 

· There are Grant monies available which we can apply for, deadline is June 18th . 
General assembly Delegation: 

Minnesota will obtain final Delegate numbers from national ENA on June 18th. The formula for deciding numbers is: 

700 total delegates, each delegation gets 2 delegates. There are 51 delegations. This is the 1st 102 delegates. The remaining 598 are proportionally distributed. MN ENA membership number/national membership numbers. Minnesota will get that percentage of the remaining delegates.  
Marnie and Nancy brought back a final proposed procedure for the Election process and Delegate selection. After discussion and revision suggestions a final document was passed and is on the MN ENA web site. 

Initial delegate selection was started but due to a oversight , and lack of time, this has been moved to a special session to be called by Deb Horsman. It will be after June 18th so we have accurate numbers, and we will notify delegates.
