Course description: The Trauma Nursing Core Course (TNCC) for Instructors is a 9 hour course designed to prepare current TNCC providers to become instructors.  The TNCC Instructor Course emphasizes appropriate teaching strategies and evaluation methods. Participants will demonstrate their ability to lecture didactic material plus teach and evaluate selected psychomotor skill stations and a score of 90% on the written exam (6th edition.) This activity will occur at the beginning of the course without any review. Participants who are not successful in the provider status Reverification will not be allowed to continue with the instructor course.

Prerequisites: The registered nurse desiring to attend this TNCC Instructor Course must submit the following with the registration form:

· Current TNCC card (copy of card or course completion information)

· Letter or signature from the course director that will assist you with completion of the Instructor Candidate requirements.

· Letter of recommendation indicating instructor potential

Agenda items and a map will be mailed with upon receipt of registration fee. Minnesota Emergency Nursing Association (ENA) recommends ENA membership for all TNCC instructors.
