MN Trauma Nursing Core Course (TNCC) Update submitted by Terri Bergeron

This has been a busy year for TNCC activities in the state.  We are excited that we were able to secure a grant from the MN Department of Health to help provide two low cost TNCC provider courses in northern MN.  There are also a fair amount of new course instructors across the state.  The TNCC program in MN is growing in order to keep up with the increase demand for the course related to the MN Trauma System.  Welcome to the new instructors and thanks for everyone who works to provide this valuable education across the state.

Just so that everyone is aware there will be a change in leadership for the MN ENA State Trauma Committee, the committee that oversees the TNCC program within the state.  I will be stepping down after serving as chair since 2003.  Karen Manor, Critical Care Educator from Regions Hospital will be taking over effective January 1st, 2009.  Karen as been on the trauma committee for a number of years and I am confident will continue to move the TNCC program in MN forward.  Karen’s email address is:  kjmanor@comcast.net
TNCC recently underwent some fairly significant curriculum changes as the 6th edition of the course was rolled out.  Content was added on disaster management, ocular trauma, and most importantly all of the material is now evidence based and up to date.  The skill stations have also changed in that only the trauma nursing process station is tested with airway and spine being teaching stations only.  Overall I believe the majority of the instructors are pleased with the new curriculum and are slowing adjusting to the new material.


The transition to the 6th edition has not been without some difficulties however.  As centers that provide TNCC classes compare notes it seems the new TNCC written test has been a challenge for participants.  In fact the failure rates for the first six months across MN ranges from 20-50%.  This represents a huge change from the old course.  As chair for TNCC in the state I collated data from various classes and sent a note of concern along with our data to national ENA.  Other committee members have shared similar concerns with the education director at ENA.  The responses both of us received have been less than encouraging.  I wish I had better news but at this point I have to say there are no plans to change the written test for the 6th edition TNCC.  From the state level you can be assured we will continue to collect data and share our concerns with national as needed.
