The CATN (Course for Advanced Trauma Nursing) investigates interaction of body systems via lectures, group discussion, critical thinking and decision making. Ethics of resuscitation is also discussed. All though the title implies that this is a trauma course, the cases and concepts include “sick” medical and orthopaedic (leg fracture) patients.

This is for the chronic alcoholic who either goes to detox, jail, or the ED depending on the moment. We would not be the ones making decisions/recommendations, but these are some items we would want to research for our clinical resolution being put forth. We would let the work group come up with the answer and the group at large decides if this is even ethical. I have heard the term "clinically sober" bandied about. Many of us struggle with this on a daily basis - it is an elephant in the room. I can see this resolution making  ENA ask the question of many groups - police, social workers, MD's, and nurses to come together to develop a plan. 1) Let’s start the movement! Use the words “stretcher side” instead of “bedside” when describing our ER nursing care. i.e. “Nursing at the stretcher side was what made the difference.”

 Report from Emergency Nurses Association’s Governmental Affairs Conference 


Pat Christofferson reports on her experience





As a member of the Emergency Nurses Association, I participated in the Governmental Affairs Conference in Washington, D.C. from January 30 to February 01, 2010. Thirty-four states were represented by at least one registered nurse from each state. As a group, we reviewed how a bill becomes a bill. We were also introduced to the media aspects of legislation in Washington, D.C. Several topics of legislation were discussed, and we all participated in a role playing activity in preparation for visiting our specific senators and representatives. The three topics that we discussed with our legislators were: 





Support of the Wakefield Act which was passed in the House on March 30, 2009. The bill reauthorizes the Emergency Medical Services for Children (EMSC) program. EMSC has enabled the development of vital guidelines for care, transfer protocols among facilities, systemic improvements, and training and education. We encouraged our specific senators to cosponsor this bill.  


Continued assistance in the financial aspect of tuition programs in the education of registered nurses.


Support for some type of healthcare reform, and to recognize the valuable asset of our advanced practice nurses in the care and assessment of certain populations in need of healthcare. 





I visited Senator Amy Klobuchar, Senator Al Franken and House Representative Tim Walz, all from Minnesota to talk through these issues.





During the conference, the Advocates for Highway Safety also presented the latest national traffic fatality data from the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. Each individual state had their specific documented improvements and recommendations. Minnesota was recognized for the passing of the Primary Enforcement of Seat Belts and Booster Seats legislation. Minnesota also has an all-driver text messaging and cell phone restriction to prevent distracted drivers. Overall, Minnesota received a "green" rating, showing significant advancement toward adopting all of Advocates for Highway Safety recommended optimal laws.





During the 2010 legislative session, the Advocates for Highway Safety group have set a goal to establish an All-Rider Motorcycle Helmet Law. As you know, helmet laws save lives, and head injury is a leading cause of death in motorcycle crashes. Motorcycle helmets are 37 percent effective in preventing motorcyclist deaths and 67 percent effective in preventing brain injuries. Riders who do not wear helmets have higher healthcare costs as a result of their crash injuries and nearly half lack private insurance (Advocates for Highway and Auto Safety, January 2010). Please contact your state senator and representative, and let them know that you support this bill.  
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
