The meeting was called to order at 1011 by Deb Horsman.
Introductions were made.
Initially a quorum was not possible. At 1115 Diane Wrobleski called in and quorum was established for voting purposes. All voting, (approval of agenda, minutes and treasurer report), were deferred to that time of 1130). 
Previous minutes were reviewed, accepted at 1130 with one correction to May minutes. The proposed agenda was approved with the addition of a certification committee report. 
News Updates:

TZD conference brochure has been sent to Minnesota ENA members. 
Congratulations to Karie Pearce who has been selected as a National Committee member for the 2012 Conference Committee for San Diego! 
We had one applicant for the free registration to General assembly, (this was from our State Leadership award). Kayla Swanson was chosen. 
Delegates were asked to turn in their on-line training certificate. 
Happy Birthday to President Deb Horsman! She treated all to a wonderful lunch!
Ellen Johnson GTC Member has donated a beautiful necklace earring set to the National Jewelry Auction.!Thank you!
Financial report: 
Checking: $18698.48
Savings: $20,016.85 (opened 2/11, $16.85 in interest.)
Dede described how the on-line registrations are going, it has been used for Zumbro’s conference, and a New Ulm state sponsored TNCC course and Cornerstones. It was established that a committee needs to look at: how fees should be split and to what groups. A workgroup of Karen Manor, Dede, and Jane Smalley will bring info to a future meeting. 
Personnel changes with our accounting firm, as well as responsiveness, have become a concern. The question of do we need to secure a new accountant, one that perhaps attends one meeting/year? Dede will gather information from National about approaching this subject. (Report/Update in November) 
Call for Nominations- Secretary/Treasurer State Council
Dede has submitted her resignation, effective end of 2012. That will allow time to mentor the new Secretary/ Treasurer. Discussion was held with the following suggestions:
· Split the two roles!
· Have the Immediate Past President become the secretary following the President term for one year.
· Have the President elect become the secretary during their elect year .
· Elect a new Treasurer.
· Suggestion that the Treasurer and Secretary would not be from the same chapter.
· Dede will continue with the web site and e-commerce. 
· Suggestion to hold an Officer orientation in Feb. (retreat?) to learn/transition roles.
A group will look at how this affects out Bylaws (to be done in Tampa) and will report back.  Do we need a bylaw amendment?
PSA’s on Public radio:
This initiative was started by the Lake Superior Chapter! They have secured pricing to make this a State-wide initiative. The following groups have committed $600, Trauma, Peds, central, GTC. Lake Superior and Zumbro have it on the agenda for next meeting to discuss. After discussion, and review of the purpose of MN ENA, this fits our mission and $600 was approved to contribute toward the cost of the PSA’s. 
Governmental affairs:
Deb was sent an application from National which allows us to apply for potential grant funds to send a second person to the January workshop. (The 1st person expenses are split between National and the State.) Deadline is 9/16/11.This needs to have a demonstrated financial need.  Much discussion about who is interested, will we have 2 possible attendees. Colleen is interested in attending to learn the subject. Deb will submit. 
Trauma/Peds: 
TNCC-I course will be held October 20th. Regions. There are openings –contact Karen Manor. There was a State Sponsored TNCC course in Red Lake June 10th with 10 attendees. . There is a TNCC class in Glenwood Nov 17th and 18th. New Ulm  Oct 3rd and 4th. Future sites are being investigated. 
The ENPC course revision is coming 4th quarter 2012. A State Sponsored class was held in Wadena –all passed! 
Injury Prevention:
All ENA members and MN ED's should have received a brochure for this conference, Nate  worked to get a speaker panel specific to emergency care of patients as he- as a representative of ENA helped to plan this conference. I have helped them to ensure that emergency nurses can get contact hours to meet the MN Board of Nursing requirements. The conference is in the Duluth area on Nov 16 & 17. Nate was checking if see in ENA is able to have an exhibitor booth. We are wondering if this is the case - could someone from Lake Superior chapter staff a booth?   Nate may have more information, but we can also get back to you with more information later. Last year we simply handed out cards with the MN ENA web site and let people know that ENA has injury prevention programs and nurses available as resources to speak to small groups about injuries. I have been attending the state wide meetings of MN TZD and it mostly consists of engineers, law enforcement, and people that make laws, etc. Mothers against drunk driving, and a couple insurance companies are also present. They are quite interested in the consequences of crashes on the roads - car, bike, motorcycle, etc. there are local chapters of TZD to work with as well as the state group. They have many resources they are willing to share, especially if we can share our expertise. Some were unaware of ENA - we were part of the nebulas’ "EMS" mostly ambulance people - the forth E in the TZD logo and did not realize the impact we can have on "people" we call "patients". They have been most receptive.
$150 was authorized (Motion, second, unanimously approved) to purchase a booth if we do not obtain a free spot. 
Mayo obtained a 25K grant for a distracted and driving simulator program it will be at the National ENA booth to see! 
Todd Emunuel created a PSA on Texting and driving, copies are available to all chapters. It was viewed at lunch time.

Stroke :
The Minnesota state stroke advisory committee ( Joanie has been representing ENA) continues to meet - many hospitals now send representatives to a second call in meeting every month to figure out the best way to make sure our patients in Minnesota get timely stroke care. The biggest concern is the northwestern part of the state - where the biggest concentration of older adults live and the furthest away from comprehensive stroke care. The group is very cognizant that they do not want to bypass the community hospital (the leader does not want to use the "divert" word). So the larger statewide group is in the infant stage of working on solutions.  The state stroke advisory committee is who asked us to submit the stroke resolution to national ENA - they feel a position statement from a national organization will put a little more power behind areas - and there are many states in our same boat - to get stroke patients recognized and to treatment rapidly.
